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TO THE UNKNOWN GOD
Roaming about the stellar wilderness
In a previous article of mine of the 2nd June 2020, entitled “The Journey, the Universe, the Beginning and the End”, I refer to the studies and research of my father Andreas Rolandis and myself in the early 1950s about the Human Being, the Soul, the Universe and the Creator God.  The Unknown God.  I also refer to the publication by my father of the weekly newspaper “Psychic News” on the 6th September 1952, of which I was the first editor – in chief at the age of 18 years.  
It is exactly this Unknown God that the Ancient Greeks were trying to discover.  So, next to the Twelve Gods of Olympus, they were erecting, with a lot of reverence, an altar for the Unknown God.  To this Unknown God, ancient Greek writer Pausanias made reference.  Also Apostle Pavlos preached in Athens in later years about the Unknown God.  
Despite the very limited knowledge about science and astronomy in those years, the Ancient Greeks had the intuition that the cosmos is endless, inaccessible to the human being, created by an Unknown God.  Any knowledge about the Creation was non-existent.  Hence the dictum by Socrates “I know one thing, that I know nothing”.  
The unending space around us is the wider home of our Earth, it is the home of mankind.  In this home the Earth is like a speck of sand in the surrounding infinity.  And the human being is a Nothing in the space and time of the cosmos.

At this juncture I believe that it would be useful to repeat what I state in my above previous article about the greatness of what surrounds us.
In brief:

· The Earth mass is three hundred and thirty million times smaller than our Solar System!

· Our Solar System is one out of two hundred and fifty billion Solar Systems which are there in our Galaxy (Milky Way)!!
· Our Galaxy is one out of two trillion Galaxies, each one of them with billions of suns and planets which are out there in the observable Universe!!!
· So where is the human being?

The reverend C. Drayton Thomas wrote in his book “Dawn Beyond Death” “Where shall we be a century from now?  Others will occupy our house and in the familiar streets, the shops, the favourite walks, we shall be seen no more.   We shall have left earth.  What do we think will be our occupation and surroundings then?”  Drayton had also read the book.  “The last words of Great Men”.  He says “Some had no certainty – a leap in the dark.  Others had hope”.
In my above article I also refer more analytically to five theories as to what may happen after we leave this world:  

· The extermination of everything – absolute nothingness.

· What the various religions preach.

· Reincarnation

· The participation in a multi-collective entity

· Spiritualism

Of course one wonders how the average man will address the above question, if one takes into account that there are approximately 4300 religions on this Earth.  By consequence, more than 4000 Gods are worshipped.  

In the Universe, where according to Space Telescope Hubble, one of the largest in the world, there may be more than two trillion galaxies, each one of them containing billions of suns, (like our sun), each sun with its planets, there must be life elsewhere as well, and so trillions of Gods must be worshipped.  
As I write above, we, the 7,6 billion people who live on this Earth nowadays, together with others who will be born in the years to come, will not be in the areas with which we are accustomed in the year 2120, a century from now.  We shall be somewhere else or we shall fall into nothingness.  This is what happens also with the 110 billion people, our ancestors, who are estimated to have lived on this earth during the past one million years and they are gone for ever.  So, the empires, the superpowers, the glory, the wealth, the poverty, the happiness, the misfortune constitute a temporary “game” on a speck of sand in a ruthless time and space.
This time and space I have tried to traverse with my thoughts and to wander in its distant avenues, so as to get, even a minute taste of the Creation.  

So, I get moving…

The Sun which is nearest to our own Sun in the Universe, is Alpha Centauri and it lies at a distance of 4.3 light years from us.  In other words, light, which at a speed of 300,000 kilometres per second rotates seven times around the Earth in one second, needs 4,3 years to reach Alpha Centauri from Earth.  The fastest spacecraft which mankind has ever constructed (Voyager 1) has achieved a maximum speed of 17 kilometres per second or 61.000 kilometres per hour, namely 18,000 times slower than that of light.  So, for our fastest spacecraft to reach Alpha Centauri it will take 77,000 years!!  And this is the case with the nearest Sun.  In order to go farther into the cosmos, with the dizzying human highest speed of a spacecraft, one will need millions or billions or even trillions of years.  So, time and space are concepts well beyond the human reach.  And the more I travel mentally, the more I cannot cope with the immense surroundings and the colossal numbers.

These chaotic distances show that the Unknown God of the universe is the Supreme Commander on top of the trillions of Gods who must be worshipped in the cosmos.  It is obvious that the Unknown God wishes to keep apart, inaccessible to each other, beings which must reside in the trillions of planets.  Planets whose existence is verified by scientific data which cannot be disputed, because they are proven by the travel of light, by space telescopes, by the eclipses of stellar bodies, by the effects of gravity and by many other astronomical elements.
I continue my journey…. through trillions of galaxies, suns, planets, with all kinds of colours and sizes with Black Holes which may swallow entire solar systems and which cover a substantial part of the Universe.  Through stars burning at inconceivable temperatures of up to 4 trillion degrees Celsius and others whose surfaces are totally frozen up to the absolute zero of minus 273 degrees Celsius.  I also travel close to a planet, eight times larger than the size of our Earth, one third of the mass of which consists of diamonds(!).  The name of this planet is 55 Cancri e.  Unfortunately for the greedy residents of our Earth, the distance of 55 Cancri e from our planet is 40 light years and to get there by our fastest spacecraft  it will take 720,000 years!!!
I shall now move from my “space” escapade to “time”, going back 70-80 years, exploring some experiences of my father:

1.  The portrait of his mother:  His mother Agathi (my grandmother) died in Lapithos of the Kyrenia District in the year 1902, sometime after she gave birth to my father.  In the year 1937 my father wrote to British soul-painter Frank Leah, Grotian Hall, 115 Wigmore Street, London W1 (about whom he had read in an English newspaper) requesting him, if possible, to paint his mother’s portrait who had died 35 years ago and dispatch it to him. Of course, Leah did not know either my father or any member of his family.  Leah sent to my father the portrait in a few weeks!!  Photographs from the beginning of the century did not exist in the village in those years.  However the painting of Agathi, which was placed on a shelf in the coffee shop of her brother Kleanthis Shakides, was recognised both by Shakides and by many other residents of Lapithos, who remembered her and were absolutely astonished.  My father writes in his book “The secrets of Gods” (1947), page 89.  “For me the painting was the perfect proof.  It excludes the possibility of telepathy or transfer of thought, as I did not know the form of the face of my mother.  In the painting one can discern the hair style of those years (1902) and also the style of the wedding dress - she was buried in her wedding dress, according to the customs of the village, as she had died within a year from her wedding.”
2. In 1950 my father was a senior civil servant.  I was in the 5th class of the Pancyprian Gymnasium.  At noon one day, my father came back home, somehow excited, because the British Governor, Sir Andrew Wright, wanted to see him.  The Governor’s Palace was today’s Presidential Palace.  I remember, my father put on his “good suit” and left by taxi for the Palace.  When he came back, he told us that the Governor, who had learned that my father was studying metaphysics, had asked my father to help him, because, as he put it, whilst he was seated at his office, he saw many times moving around, images of friends and relatives who had passed away.  My father told him that, based on his own knowledge, the Governor should have the quality or talent of a medium, so his senses were able to “receive” images and sounds beyond the human limits.  So, he could “see” what the average man could not see.  The Governor called my father a few months later, for the same matter, because he continued having his visions and he felt very upset.  I remember personally all the above.

Of course, the questions arise:  How can one explain all the above, if one takes into account the data of astronomy and of the universe?  Where was my grandmother and the friends of the Governor in the immense space of the universe?  And what were they doing and what are they doing today, in this journey of life and death?  Where is the truth?  
The questions addressed to the unknown God are really endless:
· Where is the beginning of time and where is the end of time?  (The Big Bang is not a satisfactory answer)

· Where is the beginning of space and where is the end of it?

· Which is the essence of the existence of the human being and by projection of Life in the cosmos?  The human being exists on this rock (planet) Earth which rotates in the universe for 4,600,000,000 years, whilst his own existence is only for the small period of 1,000,000 years.  What was happening, on this Earth during the 4,599,000,000 years which preceded the human existence?
· Who governs the immense Creation and why did he create it in the first place?  Was it something “necessary” or a “gimmick” or a “way out” or a “fortuitous happening” of the Unknown God?
· Who has created the concepts of “Good” and “Bad” of “Love” and “Hatred”, of “Truth” and “Lie” and how did he instil them in the human mind or soul?
· There are many more questions which cannot be effectively addressed, either here or where the soul will end up one day, if it ends up somewhere.  Everyday 165.000 people die (60 million per year).  There will be a day when we shall be included in this crowd, which may consist of leaders, legends, common people, magnates, criminals and many others.  Shall we all go somewhere?  Will there be something over there?  Or shall we dive into nothingness.

I do not know.  The only thing I can do is to kneel with reverence before the Unknown God.  
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
